Thanks for you for choosing Tri State Nursing for your CNA class.  Here is some additional 
information for you.  We are located at 3100 S Lakeport Street in Sioux City, Iowa.  The 
classroom is in the TLC portion of our building.  We alternate morning and afternoon/evening 
classes throughout the year, so please check the schedule for the time that works best.   
 
The first nine days consists of classroom work with lecture, videos and practicing skills.  The 
next five days are spent in the clinical setting and the final day is in the classroom where you 
will practice skills, review material, and graduate.  Morning classes are from 8:30am – 2:00pm 
and morning clinicals are from 7:00am – 1:30pm.  Afternoon classes are from 3:00pm – 8:30pm 
and afternoon clinicals are from 2:30pm – 8:30pm.  The class dates are tentative depending on 
the number of students and times are subject to change at the discretion of Tri-State Nursing. 
 
You may wear whatever is comfortable for you in the classroom providing it is clean and 
presentable.   
 
Please bring a notebook, paper, and pen or pencil to take notes.  You may also want to bring a 
highlighter as well. 
 
Plan on bringing a lunch and a drink; there is a refrigerator and a microwave that you may use.  
We only take a short lunch break, but you can eat during class.   
 
Before clinicals you will need: a set of ‘scrubs’, a watch with a second hand, mostly white shoes 
(tennis shoes are fine), physical and TB test (which, if provided by us, will be done first week of 
class).   
 
We will discuss these items the first few days of class, so you will have time to get them 
accomplished.  We are flexible and will do all we can to make this a great learning experience 
for you.
